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First Announcement

History: This conference can be considered a continuation of previous meetings on

Geometry and Mathematical Physics which took place in Bulgaria - Zlatograd(1995)

and Varna(1998, 1999). ”Geometry” in the title refers to modern differential geome-

try of real and complex manifolds with some emphasis on Seiberg-Witten and minimal

surface theory, ”Integrability” to either the integrability of complex structures or clas-

sical dynamical systems presented in geometrical form, and ”Quantization” to the

transition from classical to quantum mechanics expressed in geometrical terms.

The overall aim is to bring together experts in Differential Geometry, Complex Anal-

ysis, Mathematical Physics and related fields to assess recent developments in these

areas and to stimulate research in related topics.

Place : The workshop will take place in a stimulating environment, which combines

a virgin natural landscape with tourist comfort and the unexpected neighbourhood of

an ancient historical past. All this in a splendid part of the northern Bulgarian Black

Sea coast in the vicinity of Varna.
